DILLMAN RANGE RULES

Lincoln Rifle Club and Junior Division, Inc. (LRC)
Lincoln, CA
1. Prior to taking any firearm to the line, report to the Range Safety Officer (RSO), usually identified by a safety vest, sign in, and pay applicable fees. The RSO(s) are the range authority and their instructions are to be followed at all times. 
2. Except during a “cease fire period”, eye and ear protection must be worn at all times by all individuals, including minors. 
3. No alcoholic beverages or drugs are allowed on the range at any time. If alcohol or any other intoxicating or illegal substances are suspected or detected, you will be asked to leave the range immediately.
4. Cease Fire:
a. The “yellow line” behind the shooting benches extends to the property boundaries and beyond.
b. All shooters must remain behind this line during a “cease fire”. Remain behind this line until instructed by the RSO to go forward.

c. Permission of the RSO is required prior to retrieving brass, shotgun hulls and unbroken clay pigeons beyond the red line and forward of the benches.
5. NO firearm shall be brought onto, or removed from the firing line while a “cease fire” is in effect.
6. The actions of all firearms will be open at all times, except when the firearm is in use. Cased firearms shall be placed on the shooting bench with the muzzle pointing downrange while the firearm is being removed from or returned to its case. Cases containing two or more firearms require placing the first firearm in the rack and then positioning the case so remaining cased firearms point downrange.  Once the case is positioned, remove the additional firearm.

7. NO firearms will be handled for exhibition or demonstration behind the firing line or in the parking lot at any time.

8. At no time are handguns to be carried visibly in holsters.

9. Rapid fire is prohibited. Rapid fire is defined as no more than one shot per second.

10. Minors:

· To shoot rifles, anyone under the age of 18 years must be under the direct constant supervision of a responsible adult.

· The shooting of handguns by anyone under the age of 21 shall be by permission of the RSO and under direct constant supervision of a non-shooting adult at all times.
· Children under the age of eight (8) must ALWAYS be under the direct constant supervision of a non-shooting adult.
11.  Targets:

· Target types and heights must be such that after passing through the target, initial bullet impact area will be a berm.
· Targets may not be attached to the target frames (wood) in such a manner that the bullets will hit the target frame.
· Shooting at anything other than paper targets, B27 type targets, clay pigeons, or paint balls is prohibited on the range.

· Any match course of fire and targets must be authorized by the Board of Directors.

12.  Metallic Silhouettes:

· Less than 100 yards - prohibited, due to potential splash back of bullet fragments.  Metallic silhouette targets may be used during matches and competitions specifically authorized by the Board of Directors.
· 100 yards or more - -handguns and/or rifles with lead bullets only.
13. “Cross firing” is prohibited.
14.  The RSO may impose a time limit on any shooter when other shooters are waiting for a position.
15. The Dillman Range shooting hours are from sunrise to sunset during weekends and          designated holidays.   Weekday hours will be posted from time to time on the Club website and announced on the telephone recording.
16. Trap shooters must coordinate with the RSO’s and respect all “cease fire” periods and these      range rules.
17.  Members will be required to display their current LRC membership card on their person while at the Dillman Range.

18.  Anyone handling firearms in a careless or threatening manner or in violation of any of the above rules will be asked to leave the range immediately.  Additionally, the Board of Directors may take disciplinary action. Club By-Laws shall be followed relative to written incident report(s).
