e. Score and repair with NRA B8 target

7. Move targets to 25 yard line

9. Timed Fire.  Four 5 shot strings, 20 seconds each, using NRA B8 target.

a. 5 shots, 20 seconds

b. 1-minute preparation period

c. 5 shots, 20 seconds

d. Score and repair target

e. 5 shots, 20 seconds

f. 1-minute preparation period

g. 5 shots, 20 seconds

h. Score and repair target

10. 2-minute preparation period

11. Rapid Fire.  Four 5 shot strings, 10 seconds each, using NRA B8 target.

a. 5 shots, 10 seconds

b. 1-minute preparation period

c. 5 shots, 10 seconds

d. Score and repair target

e. 5 shots, 10 seconds

f. 1-minute preparation period

g. 5 shots, 10 seconds

h. Score and remove target

Note:  Any rounds fired  before the command to Fire or after Cease Fire has been called will be counted as “0”
